Code of Conduct / 行動規範 

As we are publicly open for many people, we ask that everyone strive to share this 

place of reverence with love and respect for everyone. 

This code of behaviour should not only be seen as an important safeguarding 

measure but should also be about modelling positive patterns of Christian behaviour. 

1. Respect, love, and treat people of every position, status, race, ethnicity, gender, 

age, or ability with integrity and truthfulness. 

2. Promote a welcoming and respectful environment where all persons are treated 

with dignity and value, and where any form of abuse (whether in person or 

electronically by email, text, social media, etc.), bullying, threatening, or 

harassment is neither tolerated nor allowed to take place. 

3. Physical Contact: Remember that not all children and adults will receive or express 

friendship in the same way. Don’t assume someone wants to be touched and 

consider culture. Avoid any inappropriate physical contact that leaves someone 

feeling uncomfortable such as hugging too long and tightly, kissing, touching, etc., 

without permission. If you are not sure, always ask first. This is a reportable issue.
